Clean Up Pine Lake!

It's not too early to think about spring-cleaning. The Mayor's Clean up Days will be Mon. through Wed., April 16-18.
Residents can put almost anything --- except household appliances, construction debris, paint and other chemicals --- on the
street for free pickup! Call Phil if you have any questions about what can and can’t be put out for disposal. In the meantime,
you can do your part to help Pine Lake stay clean and attractive by reporting (anonymously) any conditions prohibited by
code: broken windows, piles of trash, etc. Download a complaint form from the website (www.pinelakega.com), or call the
police for a copy of the form --- come by, or they’ll drop one by your house. Violators are given a warning and a chance to
clean up the situation before being issued a citation and a fine.

ANOTHER TEENY TINY PIECE OF PINE LAKE

The City has been given control of the traffic island on the south end of Rockbridge Road, at the Rowland intersection (near
the Shell Station). Mayor Zarus headed the effort to renovate the little concrete island, and it's now been filled with compost
and attractive plantings.
